proximity - nearness

equator - an imaginary line drawn around the
earth dividing the earth into the northern
and southern hemispheres. The nearer to the
equator a country is then the hotter it is.
temperature - heat present in something
physical geography- natural features such as
rivers, mountains and forests

human geography- man made features such
as buildings, shops and roads

tropical rainforest- a tropical woodland with
a lot of rain. It has no dry season.
